SSSP Win QT6      for Windows computers with a version of QuickTime less than 7.0

SSSP Win QT7      for Windows computers with a version of QuickTime 7.0 or higher

SSSP Mac QT6      for Apple computers with a version of QuickTime less than 7.0

SSSP Mac QT7      for Apple computers with a version of QuickTime 7.0 or higher

I suggest that you copy the appropriate folder to your hard disk, then duplicate it to preserve an unused copy.

To launch the program, open the folder and double click on the file/icon:

The program will launch, and a video will play. Follow the instructions on your computer screen to learn how to use the program to learn about the aircraft combat survivability discipline.
